Preparation for Digital Image Competitions (from September 2018)
To comply with Club competition rules (and inter-Club competition rules) the images must be in a particular format as follows: -

The size of each image shall be no more than 1400 pixels wide or 1050 pixels high in RGB format, even if it is monochrome.  It should be saved in the sRGB colour space. 

Each image’s title shall be of the form -

The Greenwood_John Smith ARPS.jpg

The images will be projected on a black background. 

To produce images to the correct size and Profile. In Photo Shop 6 or later: -  

Open image and flatten any layers.

Use File > Automate > Fit Image, and type in the required image size - a maximum of 1400 wide (Landscape) and a maximum of 1050 high (Portrait).

Use Image > Mode > Convert to profile and convert image to sRGB working space.

Use File >Save As to save the image on to the CD. Remember to rename it if required. Save to the folder in JPEG format with high quality (10 or greater). Ensure that the box next to ICC profile is ticked.  It should be showing sRGB

To prepare images using Photoshop Elements: -

Open image and flatten any layers.

Use Image >Resize >Image Size and ensure that the resize (bicubic) and Constrain Proportions boxes are ticked.

Under Pixel Dimensions either type a maximum of 1400 into the width box if a Landscape (the other number will adjust accordingly) or a maximum of 1050 into the height box if a Portrait, again the other number will adjust accordingly. 

Click OK to complete the process.

Image profile cannot be converted in Photo shop Elements.  This may result in small changes to colour detail in the projected image.

Use File > Save As to save the image as described above in Photoshop instructions. 
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
